Dear Parents, 
If Prescott Unified School District (PUSD) must close or delay due to inclement weather, Christian Academy of 
Prescott (C.A.P.) will also close or delay. Christian Academy Preschool of Prescott/daycare will close only if C.A.P. 
closes, otherwise the Preschool will follow its regular schedule. You may check P.U.S.D.’s website at 
www.prescottschools.com to determine whether the school district has called a snow emergency, or listen to the 
following radio stations which will be notified by P.U.S.D. of closures or delays:

One of the following two plans will be followed in case of an emergency: 
 
Plan 1: Full Day Building Closure 
If the Prescott Unified School District declares a snow day, C.A.P. and C.A.P.P. will be closed, as will daycare and the 
office. All children and school employees will stay home and not attend school, preschool, and/or daycare. 
 
Plan 2: Abbreviated School Schedule 
If the Prescott unified School District declares a shortened snow day special schedule, C.A.P.’s Kindergarten through 
Eighth grades will do the same. All Kindergarten, elementary, and middle school classes will be delayed two hours. No 
hot lunch will be served. 
 

• Daycare and Christian Academy Preschool of Prescott (C.A.P.P.) will be unaffected and remain on regular 
schedule regardless of the shortened schedule for Kindergarten through Eighth grades. 

 
Some “Do’s and Don’ts  you might find helpful: 
 
Do:  ► Listen to the radio stations listed above for school closure or shortened schedule announcements. Notice 
will be given to the radio stations a few minutes before 6:00 A.M. 
         ►Dress your children appropriately for the weather. 
         ►Please remember to pack your child (ren) a cold lunch. 
 

    Don’t ►Call C.A.P. staff, teachers, or board members at their homes. They receive their information at the same 
time that you do. 
               ► Bring your child (ren) to school early on the shortened snow day schedule. There is no one there to 
supervise them. 
 

* Please note that if the weather becomes bad during the day, children may be picked up early at parental 
discretion. C.A.P. & C.A.P.P. will not release school early in the case of inclement weather.
